2. The WAPS Information Retrieval (WIRE) System. WIRE is a tool to provide enlistggtomotions and

testing officiadaccess to periodic snapshots of data on the promotion file. WIRE provides thdis&RF

display of individual records (one person at a time). WIRE has several other listings to help manage testing
cycles. For exapie, lists can be viewed of nameighalbe (missing tests), data erraligible, select, non

select, and ineligibléor active cycles. The application is normally refreshed twice a week. However, there are
periods during which updates to the WIRE database are not accomplished. Theserpuidelsime between
initial / supplemental select runs and releases, as well as times when SNCO evaluation boards are in sessior
The date of the latest refresh is reflected in the application. WIRE is housed inside the AFPC Retrieval
Applications Web (RW) site where it is protected from unauthorized access. It is essential to use WIRE to
minimize potential faulty test administrations.

E8 and E9 initial
bookletorders are processed via email and reorders are proeessgdhe online ordering systeri.you
encountedifficulties contact AAA for assistance and guidance. Reorders will be processed as soon as possib
Please note, booklets are only shipped Monday through Thursday (Wednesday for overseas) tongidw for
day/express delivery.

4. Shipment of Materials

a. Receipt of Shipment. Upon receipt of test booklet shipments, TCOs must store boxes in an approved
security container, inventory boxes witt8muty days of receipt, and scan booklets into the online inventory
within 5 duty days of receipt. Failure to compl
Account restriction bars the TCO from placing any further test booklet ordtrthe discrepancy is resolved.

b. Shipment Discrepancies.TCOs must inventory their promotion test booklet orders Ridlty days
from the day of receipt.

Failure to complete
and documerthe TMI in a timely manner may result in account suspengimy. annual inventory completed
outside the JulAug timeframe must be approved by AFPC/DP3SP.

6. Destruction of Obsolee Tests. Each year, we have instances in which examinees take obsolete AFPTs
because these AFPTs were not destroyed in a timely manner and consequently remained in a safe with curre
AFPTs. These situations are much more thamemnvenience to the exanees; hey delay promotion
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consideration and seriously damage the credibility of the testing community. TCOs/TEs should take the
following steps to prevent administration of obsolete tests:

a. Destroy the majority of promotion test booklets as soon aslpesafter the end of the primary
administration window. See paragraph 1.b above.

b. Retain only those booklets needed to accommodatefeanyicle testing.

c. Physically separate old booklets from new booklets in the safe when new booklets are receiged befor
the old booklets have been destroyed.

d. Destroy any remaining test booklets as soon after the test expiration date (day after next cycle Promot
